EXPLANATION

This bill makes several substantive and organizational
changes in the statutes governing the administration of the
Iowa veterans home. It places overall responsibility in the
commissioner of the department of human services rather than
the director of the division of child and family services.

It reduces certain eligibility requirements for admission

to the home, recognizes the home as a provider of health care
services, revises provisions relating to the commandant's
functions and gqualifications, authorizes the commandant to
immediately suspend and expel a member for infraction of the
rules under certain circumstances, and adds provisions relat-
ing to the handling of funds of members of the home. The
bill takes effect July 1 following its enactment.
