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Section 1. Section 111A.4, subsections & and 10, Code
1883, are amended to read as follows:

6. To employ and fix the compensation of an-exeeuntizve
effieer a director who shall be responsible to the county

conservation board for the carrying out of its policies.
The said-exeeutive-offieer-shall-have-the-pewer director,
subject to the approval of sazd the board, &e may employ and
fix the compensation of sueR assistants and employees as may
be-deemed necessary for carrying out the-purpeses-and
previsiens-of this chapter--but-net-in-exeess-ef-these~pazd
state-eenservation-officers-and-empleyeces-for-like-gerviees.

entrance to the public ground to which they apply. After
suek the publication and posting, amy a person violating anmy
a provision of sueh-ruies-ard the regulations which are then

in effect shaiti-be is guilty of a simple misdemeanor. The
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board may designate the exneeuwtive-effiger director and sueh
those employees as the exeeutive-effieer director may designate
as police officers who shall have all the powers conferred
by law on police officers, peace officers, or sheriffs in
the enforcement of the laws of &he this state ef-fewa and
the apprehension of viclators thereef.

Sec. 3. Section 111A.10, Code 1983, is amended to read
as follows:

conservation commission", “conservation commission", and

"commission" ska#i include a county conservation board, and
the words '"state conservation director' shkai} include a county
conservation board or its exeeuntrve-offieex director, with
respect to amny lands or waters under the control of a county
conservation board. However, the-previsions-ef-sa:d sections
111.35 through 111.57 may be modified or superseded by ruiles
and regulations adopted as provided in section 111A.5.
EXPLANATION

This bill changes the official title of the chief adminis-
trative officer of a county conservation board from "executive
officer” to "director". The bill also removes a limitation

that assistants and employees of county conservation boards

cannot receive annual compensation which is in excess of the
annual compensation paid to state conservation officers and
employees for similar services.

This bill takes effect July 1 following its enactment.
