However, a school operated by
an area community college prior to September 1, 1982 with
only one 1instructor per fifteen students is not subject to
this paragraph and may continue to operate with the ratio
of one instructor to fifteen students.
EXPLANATION

This bill reguires a school of cosmetology to have two
instructeors for thirty students and an additional instructor
for each additional fifteen students. The bill exempts a
school of cosmetology operated by an area community college
from this requirement.
