A BILL FOR

An Act allowing a city to redraw precinct lines when adopting

a system which provides for election of council members
from wards or when changing the number of council members
who are elected from wards.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF THE STATE OF IOWA:
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Section 1. Section 49.8, Code Supplement 1983, is amended
by adding the following new subsection:

NEW SUBSECTION. Wwhen a city is changing its form of govern-

ment from one which has council members elected at large to
one which has council members elected from wards, or 1s
changing its number of council members elected from wards,
the city council may redraw the precinct boundaries in
accordance with sections 49.3 and 49.5 to coincide with the
new ward boundaries.
EXPLANATION

This bill applies to a city which is changing its form
of government to one which has council members elected from
wards or 1s changing the number of council members elected
from wards. The bill allows the city to change its precincts
to conform with the new ward boundaries. Currently it is
difficult for a city to meet United States constitutional
population equality standards when a city changes its ward
lines without the city alsoc being allowed to modify its
precinct lines. .

The bill takes effect July 1 following 1ts enactment.
