2 providing for intermittent sentencing and by providir.g that a 

gainfully employed prisoner on work release is liable tor the 

cost of the prisoner's lodging. 

5 BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY. OF THE STATE OF IOWA:

1 Section 1. Section 356.26, unnumbered paragraph 1, Code 

2 1987, is amended to read as follows: 

3 The district court may grant by appropr:ate order to any 

4 person sentenced to a county jail the privilege of an 

5 intermittent sentence or the privilege of leaving the jail at 

6 necessary and reasonable hours for any of the following 

7 purposes:

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EXPLANATION 

2 This bill provides that the district court may sentence a 

3 person to county jail on an intermittent sentence for purposes 

4 of the person's employment. education, or medical attention,

release may be applied to the prisoner's lodging as we:l as 

meals.
