This bill iacludes arthritis, degenerative neurological
diseases, and diseases of the immune system in the listing of
diseases and conditions for which, prior tc the advertisement
of a drug or device representing it to have any effect in the
diagnosis, preventicn, or treatment of these diseascs or
conditions, a determination must be made that the drug or
device is safe angd effective.

The bill also limits the exemption from the federal Food,
Drug, and Cosmetic Act of national companies selling products
in Iowa, to include only those companies which comply with the
federal law rather than those which are subject to the federal
law.
