In compliance with a written request received January 29, 1988, a fiscal note
for BOUSE PILE 2156 is hereby submitted pursuant to Joint Rule 17. Pata used
in developing this fiscal note are available from the Legislative Fiscal
Bureau to members of the Legislature upon request.

House File 2156 provides for staggered registration of aircrafts, raises the
minimum alrcraft registration fee, and establishes criteria when a refund on
the registration fee will not be allowed.

Under staggered registration, the owner would pay 1.5 of the
manufacturer’'s list price of tne aircraft for a full first year of
registration. Currently, an owner would pay the 1.5% only for the
portion of the fiscal year remaining, if registered after the start of
the fiscal year. The increased revenue from this action would be
approximately $80,000 annually.

The minimum registration fee for aircrafts, including antique and lighter
than ailr aircrafts, would increase from $15 to $35. This would increase
revenues by about 514,000 annually.

Refunds wunder 535 would not be allowed. This is estimated to reduce
expenses by $400 annually.

FISCAL EFFECT:

Revenues from aircraft registration fees are estimated to be 51,118,000 for FY
1989. This legislation would increase the receilpts to the state aviation fund
by $94,400 annually.
