This pill makes several changes 1in provisions governing
cosmetology and barbering.

Under the bill the credit granted a licensed barber who
enters a cosmetology school, or a licensed cosmetologist who
enters a barber school, is increased from 525 hours to 1,050
hours. 1If a barber student enrolls in a cosmetology school,
the cosmetclogy school may grant one hour of credit for every
two hours of barber school attended up to 1,050 hours,
Similarly, if a cosmetology student enrolls in a barber
school, the barber schoeol may grant one hour of credit for
every two hours of cosmetology school attended, up to 1,050
hours.

The bill permits a licensed cosmetologist to work in a
licensed barbershop if the same premises are also licensed as
a beauty salon. A person directly supervising cosmetologists
may be elther a licensed cosmetologist or a licensed barber.
A parallel provision permits a licensed barber to work in a
licensed beauty salon if the same premises are also licensed
as a barpershop. A person directly supervising barbers may be

either a licensed barber or a licensed cosmetologist.
