EXPLANATION

This bill repeals the supplemental grant prcgram effective
July 1, 1989, and provides that for the fiscal year beginning
July 1, 1988, an individual receiving a state scholarship is
not eligible to receive a supplemental grant. The receipt of
a state scholarship will no longer be based upon need and
ability, but will be basecd upon academic achievement. For the
fiscal year beginning July 1, 1988, funding for the
supplemental grant program 1s reduced and the amcunt of the
reduction is approepriated for the state scholarship program.
