any fees, interest, penalties, subscriptions, or other

payments due or collected by the department, or any portion of
such payments, by credit card. The department may adjust the
amount of the payment to reflect the costs of processing the
payment as determined by the treasurer of state and the
payment by credit card shall include, in addition to all other
charges, any discount charged by the credit card issuer.
EXPLANATION

The 1989 Session of the general assembly authorized state
agencies to accept credit cards if the agency was given
specific authority in its respective Code chapter to do so.
This bill gives the department of natural resources the
authority to accept credit cards for payments due to or
collected by the department.
