BACKGROUND STATEMENT

SUBMITTED BY THE AGENCY

The State Historical Society of Iowa, and the His:or:ical
Division of the Department of Cultural Affairs, requests the
proposed legislative changes for the reasons noted below:

{l) Section 303.4(2): In the recent reorganization of
state government the Board of Trustees of the State Historical
Society was modified to combine the Board of the State
Historical Department and the Board of Trustees of the State
Historical Society. The combined Board includes three menmbers
elected by members of the Society and four members appointed
by the Governor, The terms of cffice for the elected members
are staggered by rules filed by the Society. Eowever, the
Code presently permits the four appointed members o be
appointed in the same year. In the lnterest of maintaining
continuity of Board experience and knowledge the requested
change requires staggered terms. This change is in cecnpliance
with section 69.19.

(2) Section 303.5: In the recent reorganization the
Department cf Cultural Affairs was created by combining the
Arts Council, State Library, Icwa Public Televisicn, and the
State Historical Department. This propcsed change provides
the same powers for the administrator of the State Histcrical
Scclety as exlsts for the administrator of the Arts divisicn.

() Sectlens 303.7{4) and 303.9(3): The State Historical
Society of Iowa has been suppcrted by several private
foundaticons (Iowa Historical Museum Foundation, Icwa
Eistorical Foundaticn) crganized for the gurpose <f supporting

the Soclety. The propcsed Code change clariiles t:
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In the recent reorganization cf state government the powers .
and duties of the Director of the Department of Cultural
Affairs, Administrator of the State Historical Society, and
the State Archivist stated in the Code were confused by
inconsistency in language. These proposed changes clarify the
powers and duties of all officers by specifying the powers and
duties of the Director of the Department of Cultural Affairs
or his designee throughcut. The subsequent delegation by the
director of the Department of Cultural Affairs will clarify
the lines of responsibility. These changes are believed to be
in keeping with the original spirit of state government
recrganization.

{%) Section 303.1ll: Priocor to state government reor-
ganization the State Hdistorical Department and the State
Historical Scciety had the power to accept gifts and maintain
endowment funds. In the reorganization the language of 303.11
was not changed to reflect the change from department to
division of the State Historical Department and the State .
Historical Society. This proposed change corrects the Ccde ¢
reflect the current divisicnal status of the State Historical
Scclety.

{6) Secticn 303.16(5): As noted gbove the State His-
torical Society Board of Trustees was reorganized during the
recent recrganization of state government. This proposed
change ccrrects the language to place the review power for
Historical Rescurce Develcpment Grants in the currently
existing Beoard of Trustees of the State Historical Society

BE 1T ENACTED BY THE GEWERAL ABSEMBLY OF THE STATE OF I10WA:

Section 1, Section 303.4, Code 1989, is amended to read as
follows:

J03.4 STATE HISTORICAL SOCIETY OF I10WA -- BOARD OF
TRUSTEES.

1. A state historical soclety board of trustees ls
established conaisting of seven members selected as follows:

t a. Three members shall be elected by the meabers of the
state historical society according to rules established by the
board of trustees.

2 b. Four members shall be appolnted by the governor, two
of whom shall be prefeasional-historians-sc-archasetogists on
the faculty of a college or university in the state In
digciplines related to the activities of the hlstorical
soclety.

If the director ptate archiviat, on recelpt of
the 1ist, and after consultatlon with the chiel executlve of
the office filling the classified 1lat or with a representative
deslgnated by the executive, finds that, according to the

Sec., 10. Section 303.15, Code 1989, is amended to read as

303,15 CERTIFIED COPIES -- FEES.
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Upon request of a person, the director-of-tha-depactment
state archiviet shall make a certified copy of any document,
manuscript, or record contained in the archives or in the
custeody of the department except 1f reproduction is
inapproptiate hecause of legal, énrqtor&nl, ot physical
considerations. 1f a copy le propevly authenticated it has
the same legal effect as though certifled by the officer from
whose office It was cobtained or by the secretary of state.
The copy may be made in writing., or by a suitable photographic
process. The director state archivist shall charge and
collect €or coplea the fees allowed by law to the officlal in
whose offlce tha document originates for certified copies.

The director state archlvist shall charge a person requesting
a search of census records for the purpose of destaraining
genealogy the actual cost of performing the search.

repayable to the revolving lcan fund in equal yearly
installwenta due March 1 of each year the loan is in effect,
The interest rate upon loana for whlch payment is delinquent
shall accelerate immediately to the current legal usury limit.
Applicants shati-be are ellglble for no not more than twenty-
five one hundred thousand dellars in loans outstanding at any
tise under this progras.
