Currently a city can conduct medical examinations prior to offering employment. 
The cities can eliminate candidates who are considered high risk for developing 
a heart or lung ailment or other disease for which the city would have to pay 
disability. Under this bill, the cities would offer employment before the 
medical examination and thus would no longer eliminate those persons with 
higher risk of disease-related disability. 

Fiscal Impact: 
No information is available as to how many persons are el.iminated because of 
they are judged to be high risks for disability, so no impact estimate can be 
made. The average amount a city expects to pay for each disability is 
$200,000. This is paid over the lifetime of the disabled person with the 
disabled person receiving between $14,400 and $18,000 per year.
