two hundred fifty dollars for a second conviction within a
twelve-month period, and five hundred doliars for a third
conviction within a twelve-menth period. The fine for
violation of the length. height, width, and weight allowed by
permit shall be based upon the difference between the actual
langth, height, width, and weight of the vehicle and load and
the maximum allowable by permit and in accordance with section
321.482 for violations of length, height, or width limitations
and sections 321,482 and 321.463 for vioviation of weight
limitations. 1f a vehicle with indivigible load traveling
under permit is found to be in wviolation of weight
limitations, the venicle operator shall be allowed a
rzasonable amount of time to remcve any icz, mud, snow, and
other weight attributable to climatic conditliaons accumulated
aleng the route pricr to application cf the venalties
