17. Data used in developing this fiscal nate is available from the Legislative 
Fiscal Bureau to members of the Legislature upon request. 

Senate File 449 relates to secondary vocational education. The bill changes 
high school vocational education teaching requirements to a minimum of three 
sequential units in at least four areas, requires high school and merged area 
school vocationaL education curricula to be competency-based, and requires 
secondary and merged area postsecondary curricula be articuLated with one 
another. Family, consumer, C3reer and technology education is required to be 
added to seventh and eighth grade curricula. 

The director of the Department of Education is asked to annually review at 
least twenty percent of approved vocational education programs, e5tablish a 
minimum set of competencies and core curriculum for a voc~cional p~ogr~m 
sequence, establish a plannin~ process to be impleme~ted by regional planning 
boards, enforce ruies prescribing standards for vocationaL education progr2ms, 
and permit school districts with a program not meeting standards to cooperate 
with the regional planning boards and contract for an spproved program.
