The bill authorizes classes "A", "B”, "C", and "D" liquor
control licensees and class "B"” beer permittees who have
received permission to sell liquor, wine, and beer on Sunday
to seil liquor, wine, or beer for consumption on tne premises
from 8 a.m. to 12 midnight on Sunday. From 18 a.m. untili 12
midnight on Sunday, beer may also be soid for consumption off
the premises. Currently, the Sunday sales hours are 10 a.m.
to 12 midnight.
