This bill contains two administrative issues: document 
auditing; and combined charitable contribution campaign. 

Document auditing is currently done before and after a form 

is processed. As the department automates processes further, 

more documents will be audited after processing. Deleting the 

reference to preaudit will facilitate changing to more 

efficient procedures. 

The combined charitable contribution campaign (called One 

Gift) was started in 1989 to enable employees to donate to 

many charities and to offer a payroll deduction option for 
11 doing so. The first year it was administered through a third-

12 party contract. In 1990, the department of personnel assumed 

13 ad~inistration of the charitable campaign. This language will 

14 authorize the creation of the revolving fund that is necessary 

15 to carry out this responsibility.
