Sec. 11. SOCIAL SERVICES BLOCK GRANT PLAN. The department
of human services during each state fiscal year shall develop
a plan for the use of federal social services block grant
funds for the subsequent state fiscal year.

1. The proposed plan shall include all programs and
services at the state level which the department proposes to
fund with federal social services block grant funds, and shall
identify state and other funds which the department proposes
to use to fund the state programs and services.

2. The proposed plan shall alsc include all local programs
and services which are eligible to be funded with federal
social services block grant funds, the total amount of federal
social services block grant funds available for the local
programs and services, and the manner of distribution of the
federal social services block grant funds to the counties.

The proposed plan shall identify state and local funds which
will be used to fund the local programs and services. .

3. The proposed plan shall be submitted with the

department's budget requests to the governor and the general

assembly.
Sec. 12. PROJECTS FOR ASSISTANCE IN TRANSITION FROM
HOMELESSNESS. Upon receipt of the minimum formula grant from

Sec. 15. PROCEDURE FOR REDUCED FEDERAL FUNDS.

1. If the funds received from the federal government for
the block grants specified in this Act are less than the
amounts appropriated, the funds actually received shall be
prorated by the governor for the various programs, other than
tor the rape prevention program under section 4, subsection 3
of this Act, for which each block grant is available according
to the percentages that each program is to receive as
specified in this Act. However, 1f the governor determines
that the funds allocated by the percentages will not be
sufficient to effect the purposes of a particular program, or
1f the appropriation is not allccated by percentage, the
governor may allocate the funds in a manner which will effect
to the greatest extent possible the purposes of the variocus
programs for which the block grants are available.
