The work group shall
submit a comprehensive report to the general assembly
detailing the progress in meeting the directive, initially,
prior to the end of the 1996 Session of the general assembly
on or before December 1.

Sec.2. NEW SECTION. 135.106A
FUND -- APPROPRIATION.

An Iowa healthy family program fund is created in the
office of the treasurer of state under the control of the Iowa
department of public health. There is appropriated annually |
from the general fund of the state to the Iowa healthy family
program fund, three million two hundred thousand dollars to be .
used by the Iowa department of public health to expand
statewide the Iowa healthy families program established in
section 135.106.

EXPLANATION

This bill includes provisions relating to services to
children and families. The bill directs state agencies which
are involved in providing services to children and families to
form a work group to internally coordinate and to increase |
collaboration regarding policies and programs which focus on
children and families. The work group is directed to develop

a strategic plan to reduce requlation, eliminate duplication,
and to develop a system for evaluation of existing and future
programs and activities relating to children and families.
The work group is to submit a progress report to the general
assembly, initially prior to the completion of the 1996
Session and annually, thereafter on or before December 1.

The bill also directs the general assembly to appropriate
up to $3,200,000 annually beginning in state fiscal year 1996-
1997 to expand the Iowa healthy families program statewide.
The bill establishes an Iowa healthy family program fund in
the office of the treasurer of state under the control of the
Iowa department of public health. Moneys are appropriated
annually from the general fund to the program fund to be used
by the Iowa department of public health to expand the program

statewide.
