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EXPLANATI ON
Currently, the county board of supervisors in consultation
with the county engineer may classify area service system
roads for the purpose of deternining |evels of maintenance.
The county has the authority to classify "A" and "B" area
service system roads.
This bill allows the county board of supervisors to

designate area service roads as class "C' roads to allow for
restricted access and a mninmal |evel of maintenance. Roads
may only be classified as area service "C' by ordi nance upon
petition signed by all |andowners adjoining the road. The
ordi nance nust specify the | evel of mmintenance effort and the
persons who will have access rights to the road. The county
may restrict access to the road to the owner, |essee, or

person in | awful possession of any adjoining land, or the
agent or enployee of the owner, |essee, or person in | awf ul
possession, or to any peace officer, magistrate, or public
enpl oyee whose duty it is to supervise the use or perform
mai nt enance of the road. Access to the road shall be
restricted by nmeans of a gate or other barrier. dass "C'
roads nust have appropriate warni ng signs posted. The
classification of a class "C' road is valid for two years.
After the two-year period, a road nmay be redesignated as a
class "C' road if a petition signed by all of the adjoining
| andowners is subnmitted to the board of supervisors. The
board of supervisors nust approve or deny the petition within
60 days of receipt of the request.

The bill provides that the county is not liable for injury
to any person or damage to a vehicle or equi pnent which occurs
as a result of the maintenance of a class "C' road. The bil
provi des that a person who has been notified and requested to
abstain fromentering or to leave a class "C' road and who
enters or remains on the road without justification will be
guilty of a trespass. A trespass under section 716.8 is
puni shabl e as a sinple m sdenmeanor, which carries a fine of at
| east $50, but not to exceed $100, or inprisonment not to
exceed 30 days.
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
