EXPLANATI ON

This bill provides that copies of orders entered in civil
domesti c abuse cases can be distributed without the copes
being certified. The bill also elimnates the requirenment
that the clerk of court deliver a witten copy of these orders
to all |aw enforcenment agencies, and their 24-hour dispatcher,
having jurisdiction over the matter. The clerk is still
required to electronically notify the county sheriff and the
sheriff's 24-hour dispatcher in witing.

The bill also provides for the inclusion of electronic
digital formatting to the list of authorized methods of
reproduci ng court records. The supreme court is required to
adopt rules to nonitor the accessibility of these electronic
records.

The bill also permits the clerks of court to dispose of
justice of the peace records and to di spose of court reporter
notes and transcripts for nental health and substance abuse
pr oceedi ngs.

BACKGROUND STATEMENT
SUBM TTED BY THE AGENCY

The purpose of this bill is to help reduce the workl oad of
the clerks of court, to cut down on the anmount of paper
generated, to allow the courts to take advantage of i maging
technol ogy for reproducing records, and to hel p reduce the
nunber of old records kept by the courts.

Section 1 relates to copies of orders entered in civil
domesti c abuse cases. The first change allows distribution of
copies that are not certified. Certification of orders takes
alot of time. Tine and effort will be saved if the
certification requirenent is elimnated

The second change cuts down on the nunber of copies sent to
|l aw enforcenment. Currently, the clerk is required to send
witten copy within 24 hours of filing to all applicable I aw
enforcenent agenci es and the 24-hour dispatcher. This can be
a cunbersone job because in sonme areas many | aw enfor cenment
agenci es have jurisdiction. As a practical manner, all |aw
enforcenent agencies nust call the 24-hour dispatcher to
confirmif a protection order is filed. Therefore, it would
make sense to have the clerk only be responsible for sending
copies to the county sheriff and the 24-hour dispatcher.

Section 2 would add electronic disc imaging to the list of
aut hori zed net hods of reproducing court records. The
requirenent for rules to evaluate and nonitor accessibility is
to ensure continued access to i naged docunents in the event
i mging is no |longer viable as technol ogy changes.

The section 3 anendnment would allow the clerks of court to
di spose of the old justice and the peace records as they do
with old nunicipal court records.

Section 4 authorizes the destruction of court reporters
notes and transcripts for nmental health and substance abuse
proceedi ngs which are no | onger active cases.
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
