The director shall reserve ten
nonr esi dent deer hunting |licenses for allocation as approved
by a majority of a conmttee consisting of the president of
the senate, speaker of the house of representatives, and
director of the departnment of the econom c devel oprment, or
their designees. The purpose of the special nonresident
licenses is to allow state officials to pronbte the state and
its natural resources to nonresident guests and dignitaries.
The nonresident |icenses shall be issued w thout application
upon paynent of the nonresident deer hunting license fee and
the wildlife habitat stanp fee and the licenses are valid in
all zones open to deer hunting. The hunter safety and ethics
education certification requirement pursuant to section
483A. 27 is waived for a nonresident issued a |license pursuant
to this subsection. Except as otherw se provided in this
subsection, the nonresident wild turkey hunting licenses are
i ssued subject to all other provisions of the |laws and rul es
pertaining to the taking of wld turkey.

EXPLANATI ON

This bill provides that the director of the departnent of
natural resources reserve 10 nonresident wild turkey hunting
Iicenses and 10 nonresident deer hunting |licenses to be
all ocated by a commttee to foreign guests and dignitaries
visiting lowa. The comittee consists of the president of the
senat e, speaker of the house of representatives, and director
of the department of econom c devel opnent, or their designees.
The purpose of the reserved licenses is to allow state
officials to pronote this state and its natural resources
through a hunting experience.

The licenses are to be issued wthout application, upon
paynment of the nonresident |icense fee and the wildlife
habitat stanp fee and the licenses are valid in all zones open
to hunting. The hunter safety and ethics certification
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requirenents are waived for these licenses. Except as

ot herwi se provided in the subsections, the special |icenses
i ssued are subject to all other provisions of the aws and
rules pertaining to the taking of wild turkey or deer.
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
