NEW UNNUMBERED PARAGRAPH. The state shall rei nburse each
county for all costs of confinenent and nai ntenance incurred
during the time period for conpletion of presentence
i nvestigations of felons who have pled guilty to, or have been
convicted of, a class "B", class "C', or class "D' fel ony.
Each affected county auditor shall nmeke a quarterly billing of
the confinenent and nai ntenance costs on forms provided by the
departnment of revenue and finance. The director of revenue
and finance shall nake quarterly reinbursement paynments from
state funds appropriated for that purpose. As used in this
par agraph, "costs of confinenent and nmi ntenance" includes
food, |odging, clothing, and necessary nedi cal expenses.

Sec. 2. Section 901.7, Code 1995, is anended to read as
foll ows:

901.7 COWM TMENT TO CUSTODY.

In inmposing a sentence of confinenent for nore than one
year, the court shall conmt the defendant to the custody of
the director of the |Iowa departnent of corrections. Upon
entry of judgnent and sentence, the clerk of the district
court inmediately shall notify the director of the commitnent.
The court shall mmke an order as appropriate for the tenporary
custody of the defendant pending the defendant's transfer to
the custody of the director and for the paynent of the costs
of tenporary custody as provided in section 356.15. The court
shal | order the county where a person was convicted to pay the
cost of
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the person to the state institution where the person is to be
confined in execution of the judgnment. The order shal
require that a person transported to a state institution
pursuant to this section shall be acconpanied by a person of
t he sane sex.
EXPLANATI ON

This bill requires that the state reinburse counties for

the costs of confinement and mai ntenance of felons who have

pled guilty to, or have been convicted of, a class "B", class
"C', or class "D' felony, during the time period for

conpl etion of the presentence investigation. Upon a plea of
guilty or conviction, a felon normally is transferred to the
custody of the state correctional system However, the class
"B", class "C', and class "D' felons are required to have a
presentence investigation conpleted for them before
sentencing, a procedure which may require an additional period
of confinement in the county jail. Currently, the counties
pay for the costs of confinenment and mai ntenance during the

i nvestigation.
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
