EXPLANATION
This bill establishes a lifetime fishing license, a
lifetime hunting license, and a combined lifetime hunting and

fishing license for residents who are 65 years of age or
older. The fees for the lifetime licenses are $50 for
fishing, $50 for hunting, and $100 for the combined hunting

and fishing license.
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
