EXPLANATI ON
This bill allows a peace officer acting outside the
officer's jurisdiction to nake an arrest in the officer's
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official capacity if the circunstances would justify the use
of deadly force and the officer either is confronted with the
commi ssion of a public offense or has reasonabl e grounds to
believe that an indictable public offense has been committed
and the person to be arrested has commtted the offense. The
bill also allows an officer to make an arrest in an emergency
situation or when acting at the request of another peace
officer, at the request of or rendering assistance to a peace
of ficer or special state agent of the |owa department of
public safety, or when acting pursuant to a chapter 28E
agr eenent .

The bill grants immunity to a | aw enforcenent agency in the
jurisdiction where an arrest has occurred for acts or
om ssions of a peace officer acting outside of the officer's
jurisdiction and provides a peace officer the same immunity
fromsuit that the officer would have if acting within the
officer's jurisdiction

The bill requires a peace officer to notify and cooperate
with any | aw enforcenent agency having jurisdiction where the
peace of ficer nmade an independent arrest. The bill does not
limt the authority of an enpl oyi ng agency or appointing
authority to restrict the exercise of power and authority
conferred upon the agency's or authority's peace officers.

BACKGROUND STATEMENT
SUBM TTED BY THE AGENCY

This bill addresses the situation in which a peace officer
is outside the officer's jurisdiction and is in the presence
of the commi ssion of a crine which requires i mmedi ate action
and where the use of deadly force would be justified. The
current |law enforcenment community, in particular, peace
officers and their agencies who are menbers of the |owa Law
Enforcenent Intelligence Network (LEIN), face the dilemm that
in many instances there is crinnal activity that crosses
jurisdictional boundaries and exceeds any one | aw enforcenent
agency's ability to effectively deal with the activity.
Worki ng together in a conbined effort to deal with this
activity has resulted in numerous arrests of crimnals
involved in residential and commercial burglaries, farm
chem cal theft, hone inproverment fraud, and weapons offenses.

Wi | e chapter 28E agreenents serve well to coordinate |ong-
termtask force operations to deal w th ongoing chapter 28E
crimnal activity such as narcotics trafficking, they do not
facilitate a proactive rapid response to crimnal activity
that is transient in nature and of a shorter duration.
Currently, peace officers working on these short-termtask
forces operate in and may effect an arrest in another
jurisdiction; however, under current |law there are no
provi sions to address these activities. The departnent of
public safety believes that it is critical to address these
i ssues and to provide sufficient guidelines for these officers
and agencies to continue using these types of operations to
conbat the crimnal elenment.
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
