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EXPLANATI ON

This bill requires the Iowa departnent of public health to
establish a training and certification programfor |ead
i nspectors and persons who perform|ead abatenent for nonetary
compensation. The departnment is required to adopt rules for
the program by October 1, 1996, and to inplenment the program
by Decenber 1, 1996. A person is prohibited from
certification as both a |l ead inspector and a | ead abater. The
departnent is to maintain a listing available to the public
and to city and county health departnents of |ead inspectors
and | ead abaters who have successfully conpleted the training
program and have been certified. Beginning January 1, 1997, a
| ead i nspector or |ead abater is prohibited from performng
| ead i nspections or |ead abatenent if the person is not
certified. A person who is not certified to perform
i nspections or abatenent and who perforns inspections or
abatenment for nonetary conpensation beginning July 1, 1997, is
subject to a civil penalty not to exceed $5,000 for each
of f ense.

The bill also directs the Iowa departnent of public health
to develop a voluntary training course for painting
demolition, and renodeling contractors and for those who
provide mitigation control services for conpensation.
Training and certification are not required for these
i ndi vi dual s under the bill

The bill also provides that real property owners or
managers are not required to be certified to perform
mtigation or abatenent neasures on the property that the
person owns or manages. However, the bill directs the
departnent to encourage property owners and managers to
participate in the training course to ensure the use of
appropriate and safe procedures.

The bill also directs the lowa departnent of public health
to devel op mi ni num standards for the devel opment and
adm ni stration of |ocal prograns to address the health and
envi ronnental needs of children who are confirmed to be | ead
poi soned. Local conmunities are not required to inplenent
their own prograns based upon the m ni nrum standards; however,
cities and counties may utilize the mninmum standards in
devel opi ng their own progranms or may request that the state
adm ni ster a | ocal program based upon standards that neet or
exceed the m ni num st andards.
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
