"Surgery" means and i ncludes surgica
procedures, surgical services, surgical treatnents, operative
surgery, and surgical operations including but not limted to
the treatnment and diagnosis of disease, conditions, injury,
and deformity by the alteration of human tissue by any
nmechani cal neans; application of extrene cold, sonic waves,
| aser, or ionizing radiation in which tissue is cut, burned,
frozen, vaporized, disrupted, or otherw se physically altered;
or any other procedure which is established by rule of the
board of medical exam ners.

EXPLANATI ON

This bill provides a definition of "surgery" for the
purposes of the health-rel ated professions chapter of the
Code. "Surgery" is currently not defined in the Code and the
definition in the bill specifies the procedures, services, and
treatments to be considered as surgery and al so provides for
expansion of the definition through rule of the board of
medi cal exam ners.
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
