Sections 1 and 4 through 6 of this bill elimnate the
requirenents of the clerk of the district court and certain
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|l ocal officials to enter certain actions relating to
redenpti on of property in the sale book. Section 602.8104
does not require the court to maintain a sheriff's sale book

Section 3 of this bill requires a $25 fee payable to the
clerk of the district court for filing a motion to show cause
in acivil case

Section 7 of the bill requires the clerk of the district
court to provide an executor an authenticated copy of the wll
only upon request. The clerk is still required to provide the
executor with a copy of the will.

Section 8 of the bill provides that undertakings of bai
shall only be liens upon the real estate of the defendant and
not also on the real estate of surety conpani es executing bai
bonds.

Sections 2 and 9 of the bill require that the sheriff
certify the anount of tinme an innate has served in a county
jail or other correctional facility prior to sentencing or
after sentencing but prior to a decision on appeal. The clerk
of the district court of the county fromwhich the i nmate was
sentenced shall forward this certification to the warden.
Current law requires the clerk to certify the days served to
t he war den.
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
