EXPLANATI ON

This bill provides that the restriction on noving a vehicle
backward on a hi ghway does not apply to road workers operating
mai nt enance equi pment on a hi ghway for the purpose of road
mai nt enance, including snow and ice renoval, regardless of
whet her the highway is closed to traffic.
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
