EXPLANATI ON

This bill anmends the chapter of the Code regarding
regul ation of snmoking in a public place. The bill provides
for designation as snoking areas only those places from which
transm ssion of environnental tobacco snoke to adjacent areas
can be elimnated. This provision takes effect July 1, 1996.

The bill also provides for the paynent of a civil fine for
viol ation of provisions relating to designation of snoking
areas and of violation of provisions relating to the
responsibilities of proprietors. The bill removes the
provision relating to state regul ati on superseding | ocal |aw
or regulation and requires the |owa department of public
health to adopt rules to enforce the chapter
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
