The two representatives shall be designated by b2
Speaker of the Jcuse of Representatives after
consultation with the majority and minority lzaders of
the House of Representatives.

The directer ¢f the Department of Natural Resources
is requested to appoint five members with not more
than two members who are current employees of the
department; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, That the cochairpersons of
the specia. committee shall be the General Assembly
members of the majority party from each chamber; and

BE 1T FURTHER RESOLVED, That the special committee
shail examine, study, and make recommendations to the
General Assembly regarding all of the following and
any related issues:

1. Any current or possible incentives for
increasing solid waste reduction and recycling in the
state.

2. Market development for recycling.

3. Educating the public on solid waste reduction

and recycling issues.

4. Technical assistance for pollution prevention

and recycling.
