Subject to the provisions of 
section 8.39, for the fiscal year beginning July 1, 1996, if 
necessary to meet federal maintenance of effort requirements, 
the department of human services may transfer between any of 
the appropriations made to the department for the following 
purposes in adjusting for funding that the state would have 
previously been eligible to receive as federal matching funds 
under Titles IV-A and IV-F of the federal Social Security Act, 
provided that the combined amount of state and federal 
temporary assistance for needy families block grant funding 
for each appropriation remains the same before and after the 
transfer: 

1. For the family investment program made in this Act and 
in 1996 Iowa Acts, chapter 1213. 

2. For child day care assistance made in this Act and in 
1996 Iowa Acts, chapters 1210 and 1213. 
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3. For child and family services made in this Act and in 
1996 Iowa Acts, chapter 1213. 

4. For field operations made in this Act and in 1996 Iowa 
Acts, chapters 1210 and 1213. 

5. For general administration made in this Act and in 1996 
Iowa Acts, chapters 1210 and 1213. 

Sec. 9. EFFECTIVE DATE. This Act, being deemed of 

immediate importance, takes effect upon enactment. 
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
