EXPLANATION

This bill establishes a new serious misdemeancr offe: se of
criminal voyeurism. The offense occurs when a person ohserves
or records the accivicty of ancther person without right
authority, or consent and “he other person is in & dwel ing or
occupiad srructure and has a reasonable expectation of
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privacy. & ser.cus nisdemeanor is punishatcle by
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more than $1,5C0.
