8 EXPLANATION 

9 This bill amends the membership of the 911 service board 

10 established in each county. The bill provides that each 

ll political subdivision, each public safety agency in the 

12 county, each private safety agency under contract with a 

13 political subdivision within the county, and the board of 

14 supervisors is entitled to voting membership on the board. 

15 Currently, each political subdivision having a public 

16 safety agency serving territory within the county is entitled 

(~17 to a voting membership and each private safety agency is 

18 entitled to a nonvoting membership. A township which does not 

19 operate its own public safety agency, but contracts for such 

20 services, is not entitled to membership on the board, but the 

21 contractor is entitled to membership according to the

22 contractor's status as a public or private safety agency. 
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
