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Section 1. Section 257.14, subsection 1, Code 1997, is
amended to read as follows:

1. For the budget years year commencing duty-17-199%7-duty
$7-39927-duty-37-39937-Futy-17-19947-duty-17-19957-and July 1,
$996 1997, if the department of management determines that the
regular program district cost of a school district for a
budget year is less than the total of the regular program
district cost plus any adjustment added under this section for
the base year for that school district, the department of
management shall provide a budget adjustment for that district
for that budget year that is equal to the difference.

Sec. 2. Section 257.14, subsection 3, Code 1997, is
amended by striking the subsection.

Sec. 3. This Act, being deemed of immediate importance,
takes effect upon enactment for the purpose of computations
required for the budget year beginning July 1, 1997.

EXPLANATION ‘

This bill extends through the fiscal year beginning July 1,

1997, a provision-directing the department of management to
provide a budget adjustment to ensure that a school district's
regular program district cost is not less than 100 percent of
the level of the previous budget year. The bill also strikes
an outdated subsection.

The bill takes effect upon enactment.

reorganizing in FY 1998 are estimated separately.

FISCAL IMPACT

House File 269, as amended by H-1161, is estimated to increase the FY 1998
property taxes by $2,457,720 compared to current law. At 3.5% allowable
growth, 60 school districts are on the 100.0% budget guarantee.
