registration if the person applying for renewal owes 

restitution in any county.

34 distributed teleprocessing network. The judicial department 

35 shall notify the state department of transportation on a daily 
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1 basis through the Iowa court information system of the names 

2 and social security numbers of persons whose restitution 

3 obligations have become delinquent or have been satisfied or 

4 cancelled. Currently, registration renewals are to be refused 

5 only when the person owes restitution to the clerk of court in 

6 the county where the person seeks to renew the registration.
