33 officers of the Iowa highway safety patrol, the division of 

34 criminal investigation of the department of public safety, and

24 EXPLANATION 

25 This bill abolishes the county compensation board and 

26 transfers to the county board of supervisors the duty of 

27 setting the compensation schedule for elective county 

28 officers.
