However, an at-risk student is a student who is at
fisk of not meeting the goals of the educational program
established by the district, not completing a high school
education, or not becoming a productive worker. These
students may include, but are not limited to, dropouts,
potential dropouts, teenage parents, substance users and
abusers, low academic achievers, abused and homeless children,
youth offenders, economically deprived students, minority
students, culturally isolated students, students experiencing
sudden negative changes in academic performance due to
environmental or physical trauma, and students with language
barriers, gender barriers, and disabilities.

5. At-risk aid received by a district shall be utilized
throughout a district to develop services for at-risk

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- necessary adjustments to the determination of additional at-

students, and as a basis for increasing the capacity of the
district to accommodate at-risk students.
6. School districts receiving additional at-risk aid shall

report the expenditure of amounts received on the annual
report required by the department. The department of
education shall adopt rules under chapter 17A to establish a
process to conduct a biennial review of activities and
services supported by the additional at-risk and received and

shall make recommendations to the director to implement

risk aid.
‘7. There is appropriated from the general fund of the

Sec. 37. This Act, being deemed of immediate importance,
shall take effect immediately upon enactment for purposes of
budget calculations for the budget year beginning July 1,
1997.

EXPLANATION

This bill provides additional funding for at-risk students
and restructures the manner in which special education funding
is determined.

The bill provides for the funding of special education on a
per pupil basis utilizing the total enrollment of a school
district, instead of the current special education weighted

-14-
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enrollment system. A new special education state cost, and
special education district cost calculation would be made,
determined by dividing statewide or district-wide special
education expenditures by total state or district enrollment,
and adding to the resulting amount special education deficits
existing as of the budget year beginning July 1, 1996. The
special education state and district costs would be added to
regular program state and district costs to arrive at a total
state or district cost figure. The current two-tier
foundation aid percentage level, applying 87.5 percent to the
regular program state cost and 79 percent to special education
and special education support services state costs, is
retained. The bill provides that special education support
services costs shall be recalculated to become more consistent
with other area education agency cost determinations. The :
bill contains provisions for a gradual equalization of total
district cost per pupil amounts, and for providing for
extremely high individual case special education expenses
through school budget review committee petition,

The bill provides that additional funding for at-risk
students should be provided based on the number and percent of
children from low-income families in a school district as ‘
measured by the free lunch count in each district. The bill
provides a formula for calculating additional at-risk funding,
provides that moneys received shall be utilized throughout a |
district to develop services for at-risk students and to

increase building capacity to accommodate them, and provides '~

for biennial department of education review. The bill
provides for an appropriation from the general fund of the
state to pay the additional at-risk aid.

The bill provides an immediate effective date for purposes
of budget calculations for the budget year beginning July 1,
