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A BILL FOR

1 An Act relating to the issuing of temporary orders for support,
custody, or visitation of a child born outside of marriage.
BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF THE STATE OF IOWA:
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Seétion 1. NEW SECTION. 600B.40A TEMPORARY ORDERS =--
SUPPORT, CUSTODY, OR VISITATION OF A CHILD.
Upon petition of either parent in a proceeding involving

support, custody, or visitation of a child for whom paternity
has been established and whose mother and father have not been
and are not married to each other at the time of filing of the
petition, the court may issue a temporary order for support,
custody, or visitation of the child. The temporary orders
shall be made in accordance with the provisions relating to
issuance of and changes in temporary orders for support,
custody, or visitation of a child by the court in a
dissolution of marriage proceeding pursuant to chapter 598.
EXPLANATION

This bill provides, upon petition of a parent, for the

issuance and subsequent change of temporary orders by the

court for support, custody, or visitation of a child for whom

paternity has been established and whose parents were not
married at the time of the child's birth or at the time of
filing of a petition. The provisions relating to temporary
orders for support, custody, and visitation of a child which
apply in dissolution of marriagé proceedings are applicable to

these proceedings.
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
