In
providing for the restoration, the conm ssioners may allocate
moneys under this section for construction, reconstruction,
installation, or repair projects. For each project the
commi ssioners nust deternine that the allocation is necessary
in order to restore permanent soil and water conservation
practices in order to prevent erosion in excess of the
applicable soil loss Iimts caused by the disaster energency.

2. In order to allocate nmoneys under this section, the
di saster energency nust have occurred in an area subject to a
state of disaster energency pursuant to a proclamati on made by
the governor as provided in section 29C.6. The comi ssioners
shal |l use the noneys only to the extent that noneys from other
sources, including any noneys provided by the state or federa
government in response to the disaster energency, are not
adequate. The commi ssioners are not required to allocate the
nmoneys on a cost-share basis.

3. Followi ng the disaster emergency, the comm ssioners
shall subnmit a report to the comittee providing infornmation

regardi ng restoration projects and noneys al |l ocated under this
section for the projects.
EXPLANATI ON
This bill provides that the conmi ssioners of a soil and

wat er conservation district may all ocate noneys otherwi se
avai l abl e for voluntary cost-share projects establishing soi
and water conservation practices to provide for the
restoration of permanent soil and water conservation practices
whi ch are danaged or destroyed because of a disaster
energency. The bill requires that for each project the

comni ssioners nust determne that allocation is necessary to
save a soil and water conservation practice in order to
prevent soil erosion in excess of soil loss limts. |In order
to allocate the noneys, the restoration nmust be nmade after the
governor declares a disaster energency affecting the
practices. The bill allows the comm ssioners to use the
noneys only to the extent that noneys from other sources are
not adequate to provide for the restoration. The

commi ssioners are required to subnmit a report to the state
soil conservation conmittee providing information regarding
restoration projects and noneys allocated for the projects.
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
