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1 Section 1. Section 139.9, subsection 2, Code 1997, is
amended to read as foll ows:

2. a. A person shall not be enrolled in any |icensed
child care center, elenentary or secondary school in |owa
wi t hout evi dence of adequate imunization agai nst diphtheria,
pertussis, tetanus, poliomyelitis, rubeola, and rubella.

b. Evidence of adequate inmunization agai nst haenophil us
influenza b shall be required prior to enrollnment in any
licensed child care center.

c. FEvidence of hepatitis type B i munization shall be
required prior to enrollnment in school beyond the el enentary
grade | evels.

d. Imuni zations shall be provided according to
recommendati ons provided by the |owa departnent of public
heal th subject to the provisions of subsections 3 and 4.

Sec. 2. HEPATITIS TYPE B PLAN. The |owa departnent of
public health shall develop a plan for protecting |Iowans
agai nst hepatitis type B and requiring that mnor children be
adequately i mmuni zed agai nst hepatitis type B. The plan shal
incorporate the health and religious exenptions in section
139.9, subsections 3 and 4. The plan shall be submitted to
the governor and general assenmbly by Cctober 1, 1998.

Sec. 3. RULES APPLICABILITY. Section 1 of this Act,
requi ring evidence of hepatitis type B i muni zation, shal
first be applicable to enrollments for the 1999-2000 school
year. The lowa departnent of public health shall adopt rules
on or before COctober 1, 1998, to inplenent the provisions of
section 1 of this Act.

Sec. 4. EFFECTIVE DATE. This Act, being deened of
i medi ate i nportance, takes effect upon enactnent.

EXPLANATI ON

This bill relates to hepatitis type B inmunizations of
children and requires the lowa departnent of public health to
develop a plan for requiring hepatitis type B imunizations of
children. The plan is to be submitted to the governor and
general assenbly by Cctober 1, 1998.

The bill requires evidence of hepatitis type B i mruni zation
for children enrolling in school beyond the el ementary grade
levels. The requirenent is first applicable to children
enrolling for the 1999-2000 school year. Existing provisions
for health and religious exenptions are applicable.

The bill takes effect upon enactnent.
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
