5. Efforts and ideas for increasing public awareness of
the option of organ and tissue donation.

EXPLANATI ON
This bill requires the |Iowa departnent of public health, in

conjunction with any statew de organ procurement organization,
to prepare and submt a report to the general assenbly on or
bef ore January 1 each year regardi ng organ donation rates and
voluntary conpliance efforts with hospital organ and tissue
donati on protocols by physicians, hospitals, and other health
systens organi zations. The report is required to contain an
eval uation of organ procurenent efforts in the state,
including statistics regarding organ and tissue donation
activity as of Septenmber 30 of the preceding year, efforts by
any statew de organ procurenent organization and rel ated
parties to increase organ and ti ssue donati on and consent
rates, voluntary conpliance efforts with hospital organ and
ti ssue donation protocols by physicians, hospitals, and health
systens organi zations and the results of those efforts, annua
contribution levels to the anatonmical gift public awareness
and transplantation fund created in Code section 142C. 15 and
any distributions made fromthe fund, efforts and ideas for

i ncreasi ng public awareness of the option of organ and tissue
donation, and any additional information which is determ ned
to be relevant by the departnent in assessing the status and
progress of organ and tissue donation efforts in the state of
| owa.

The bill also provides for a change in the threshold
protocol conpliance rate in order for hospitals to qualify for
anatom cal gift public awareness and transpl antation fund
rei mbursenment grants pursuant to Code section 142C. 15,
subsection 4, paragraphs "b" and "c". Currently, hospitals
must subnit docunentation that they are observing organ and
ti ssue donation protocols for at |east 80 percent of al
patient deaths in that hospital in order to receive grants
provi di ng rei nbursenent for the devel opnment and adnini stration
of organ donation procedures, and expenses related to
perform ng organ and tissue transplant operations. The bill
provi des for a new conpliance requirenment that a hospital has
achieved a rate of conpliance with organ donation procedure

protocols in the top 50 percent of all hospitals submtting
docunentation to be considered eligible for a rei nbursenent
grant.
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
