Sec. 6. Section 331.907, subsections 1 and 2, Code 1997,
are amended to read as follows:

1. The annual compensation of the auditcr, treasurer,
recorder, sheriff, county attorney, and supervisors shall be
determined as provided in this section. The county-compen-

satton board of supervisors annually shall review the

compensation paid to comparable officers in other counties of
this state, other states, private enterprise, and the federal
government. In setting the salary of the county sheriff, the
county-compensatron board shall consider setting the sheriff's
salary so that it is comparable to salaries paid to
professional law enforcement administrators and command
officers of the Iowa highway safety patrol, the division of
criminal investigation of the department of public safety, and

City police agencies in this state. The ecounty-cempensation
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board shall prepare a compensation schedule for the elective
county officers for the succeeding fiscal year. A-recommended
compensatien-schedute-requires-a A majority vote of the

membership of the eounty-compensattion board is required to

approve the compensation schedule.

2. At the public hearing held on the county budget as
provided in section 331.434, the eounty-compensation board
shall submit its reecommended compensation schedule for the

next fiscal year te-the-board-ef-supervisers for inciusion in
the county budget. Phe-board-of-supervisors-shali-review-the

EXPLANATION

This bill abolishes the county compensation board and
transfers to the county board of supervisors the duty of
setting the compensation schedule for elective county

officers.
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
