1989, 1is also eligible to participate immediately in
interscholastic athletic centests and athletic competitions
under this section, but only as a member of a team from the
district that pupil had attended.

C. For purposes of this subsection, "school days of
enrcllment” do not include enrollment in summer school.

EXPLANATION
This bill permits studerts who are enrolled at an
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accredited nonpublic school that does not offer a sport the
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student wishes to participete in, and who must enroll in their
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district of residence as a means of participating in open
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enrollment to another district, to participate immediately in
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the sport in the receiving district even if the district of
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residence offers the sport in which the pupil wishes to
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participate.
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Currently under the Code, a student who wishes to
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participate in open enrollnent must be enrolled in their
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district of residence. Therefore, a student attending an
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accredited nonpublic schoo.. cannot participate in open
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enrollment without procedurally enrolling in their district of
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residence. If the distric!: of residence offers a sport the
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student wishes to participate in, the student, who only
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enrolled in order to attend school in the receiving district,
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is currently pronibited from participating in the sport during
the pupil's first 90 schoo.. days of enrollment in the
receiving district.
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
