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1 Section 1. NEWSECTION. 256.57 ENRICH | OM PROGRAM —
I NTENT — FUNDI NG

1. The general assenbly finds and declares that the public
library is at the heart of each community, an integra
conmponent in this state's education system and an inval uable
source of wi sdom and know edge for this state's lifelong
learners. It is therefore in the interest of the citizens of
lowa that a conprehensive initiative be undertaken to reduce
inequities in library services throughout the state and
provide public libraries with the funds necessary to neet the
present and future needs of this state's citizens.

2. There is appropriated fromthe general fund of the
state to the departnment of education for each fiscal year the
sumof three mllion dollars, which shall be allocated to the
division of libraries and information services for the
foll owi ng purposes and in the foll ow ng anounts:

a. O the funds all ocated each year, the division shal
distribute one mllion eight hundred thousand dollars to
eligible public libraries that conply with the standards set
forth in the in service to lowa: public library nmeasures of
qual ity publication adopted by the conmm ssion of |ibraries.
The anount distributed to each eligible public Iibrary shal
be based upon the follow ng:

(1) The level at which the eligible public library
complies with the in service to lowa publication adopted by
the conm ssion on libraries.

(2) The nunber of people residing within an eligible
I'ibrary's geographic area and for whomthe |ibrary was
est abl i shed.

(3) The anpunt of funding the eligible public library
received in the previous fiscal year for service to rura
residents and to contracting conmunities.

Moneys received by a public library under this paragraph
shal | suppl enent, not supplant, |ocal funding

b. For purposes of technol ogy devel opnent, coordination of
technol ogy, and resource sharing by the state and regiona
libraries, resulting in equitable access to library resources,
the sum of six hundred fifty thousand dollars to be used by
the division of libraries and informati on services. NMbneys
al | ocated under this subsection shall also be used to extend
the availability of statew de on-Iline databases using the
Internet and information resources. Moneys allocated to the
division in this paragraph nmay be distributed to regiona
l'ibraries.

c. For purposes of establishing a grant program
adm ni stered by the division, the sumof four hundred fifty
thousand dollars. The division shall award grants on a
competitive basis to eligible public libraries that submt to
the division plans for innovative technol ogi es and servi ces,
cooperative alliances between |libraries, or for physica
library facilities enhancement. An application submtted
shall also contain a commitnment of at |east a dollar-for-
dollar match of the grant assistance. The division shal
appoi nt an advisory committee for purposes of recomending
priorities and criteria for the awarding of grants under this
paragraph. The advisory conmttee shall subnmit its report and
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recommendati ons annually to the state librarian and the
conmi ssion of libraries by August 15.

d. For purposes of administering the enrich Iowa program
and assisting eligible public libraries to obtain funding
under the program the sum of one hundred thousand doll ars.

3. For purposes of this section, "eligible public library"
nmeans a public library that neets at least all of the
foll owi ng requirenents:

a. Submits to the division of libraries and information
services all of the follow ng:

(1) The report provided for under section 256.51,
subsection 1, paragraph "h".

(2) An application and report formfor accreditation that
provi des evidence of the library's conpliance with at | east
one | evel of the standards established in accordance with
section 256.51, subsection 1, paragraph "k".

(3) Any other application or report the division deens
necessary for the inplenmentation of this program

b. Participates in the library resource and information
sharing prograns established by the state library.

4. By January 15 of each year, the division shall subnit a
program eval uation report to the general assenbly and the
governor detailing the uses and the inpacts of funds
appropriated under this section.

5. Notwithstanding section 8.33, unencunbered or
unobl i gated funds renmi ning on June 30 of the fiscal year for
whi ch the funds were appropriated shall not revert but shal
be avail able for expenditure for the follow ng fiscal year for
purposes on this section.

EXPLANATI ON

This bill establishes the enrich |owa program and nekes a
standi ng appropriation of $3 nmllion to the departnment of
education for allocation to the division of libraries and
i nformati on services for the support of the program

The program has four conponents. The first provides direct
distribution of $1.8 nmillion to eligible public libraries that
comply with the division's in service to lowa publication
The armount distributed to a library under the bill can be
i ncreased based upon conpliance, the nunber of people residing
within the library's geographic area, and the amount of
funding the library received in the previous fiscal year for
service to rural residents and to contracting comunities.

The second conponent includes an appropriation for $600, 000
for purposes of technol ogy devel opnent, coordination of
technol ogy, resource sharing by the state and regi ona
libraries, and to extend the availability of statew de on-Iline
dat abases using the Internet and i nformati on resources.

The third conponent establishes a grant programfor public
libraries that submit to the division plans for innovative
technol ogi es and services, cooperative alliances between
libraries, or for physical library facilities enhancenent, and
a commitnent of $1-for-$1 nmatch of the grant assistance. The
bill allocates $450,000 for grant awards.

For purposes of adm nistering the program the bil
al | ocates $100,000 to the division of libraries and
i nformati on services. Unencunbered funds appropriated in the
bill will not revert at the end of a fiscal year.

The bill directs the division to submt, by January 15 of
each year, a program evaluation report to the general assenbly
and the governor detailing the use and the inpact of funds
appropri at ed.
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
