EXPLANATI ON
The amendnents to section 99B.1, subsections 14 and 15,
speci fy that "games of chance" and "ganmes of skill" do not
i ncl ude casi no-type ganbling which is also defined in the
bill. "Casino-type ganbling"” is defined as a gane or activity
traditionally conducted at a casino, including but not limted

to roulette, craps, poker, slot machines, blackjack, klondike,
faro, keno, and el ectronic, nechanical, or video machines
of fering such ganes

The bill provides that casino-type ganbling may be
conducted at annual gane ni ghts; however, slot machines and
vi deo ganbling ganes are excluded fromthe annual gane nights

The bill also specifies that an anusenment device does not
i ncl ude casi no-type ganbling as defined in the bill
The bill also strikes the definition of antique pinbal

machi ne from section 725.9 and strikes the terns antique
pi nbal | machi ne and pinball machine fromthe definition of
ganbling device in that section.

A violation of chapter 99B is a serious m sdeneanor
puni shable by a fine of not |less than $250 but not nore than
$1,500. The court may order inprisonnent for not nore than
one year.
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
