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A BILL FOR

An Act providing for a security analysis regarding state office
buildings and state employees by the department of general
services.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF THE STATE OF IOWA:
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Sectic 1. STATE OFFICc SiCUEITY ANAT.YC:IS -- REPORT. The .
department of general services shall coanduct, in consultation
with the department of public safety and other affected
departments and branches of government, a complete security
analysis of state offices, buildings, and grounds located at
the seat of government as described in section 18.8, as well
as security concerns of other state employees located in
offices throughout the state. The department shall consider,
in particular, those offices and employees that deal with the
criminal justice system. 1In conducting the analysis, the
department shall consider and make recommendations concerning
possible security improvements and other measures that if
implemented would increase the security of state buildings and
employees, as well as the cost of such improvements or
measures. The department shall submit a report concerning the
results of its findings and recommendations to the general
assembly by January 1, 2001.

EXPLANATION

This bill requires the department of general services to
conduct a security analysis of state buildings and grounds,
offices, and employees, and to report to the general assembly
concerning its findings and recommendations by January 1,
2001. The department shall consult the department of public
safety, and other relevant departments and branches of
government, in conducting its analysis and shall emphasize the

security concerns of those in the criminal justice system.
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
