BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF THE STATE OF IOWA:
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Section 1. Chapter 192A, Code 1999, is repealed.
EXPLANATION

This bill repeals Code chapter 192A which regulates trade
practices in the dairy industry, as administered by the
department of agriculture and land stewardship. The bill
regulates the pricing of dairy products for purposes of
ensuring free competition in the marketplace and preventing
restraint of trade, including by regulating agreements with
retailers, discounts or rebates, advertising, the rental of
storage space from retailers, loans or gifts to retailers, and
equipment provided to retailers. The Code chapter provides
licensure and permit requirements, and imposes fees. It
requires that pricing information is filed with the
department. It provides authority to the department to
enforce the provisions of the Code chapter, including
investigating reported grievances, issuing subpoenas, and
requiring reports from persons investigated.

A fiscal note for House File 2328 is hereby submitted pursuant to Joint Rule

BACKGROUND

House File 2328 eliminates Chapter 192A, Code of Iowa, Marketing of Dairy
Products, which 1is administered by the Department of Agriculture and Land
Stewardship. The Department utilizes 1.00 FTE position for the administration
of Chapter 192A. The cost of administering Chapter 192A is covered by permit
fees paid by the producers of dairy products. According to Section 8.60, Code
of lowa the permit fees receipts are deposited into the Dairy Trade Practices
account within the General fund for the sole purpose of administering Chapter
192A.

ASSUMTION

Permit fees from dairy producers received in FY 2000 will equal the cost of

. administering Chapter 192A in FY 2000.

FISCAL IMPACT

Permit fees will no longer be collected or deposited in or expended from the
Dairy Trade Practices account. There will be a FY 1999 ending balance of
approximately $250,000 in the Dairy Trade Practices account within the General
Fund. House File 2328 does not address the disposition of the remaining
account balance.
