3 ~ee required for dealers and brokers is $50. The bill 

4 increases the fee to $1,000. The bill also amends provisions 

5 in the section to enhance its readability. A person who acts 

6 as a dealer or broker without a license as required in Code 

7 ohapter 172B is guilty of a serious misdemeanor. 
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
