Section 331.402, Code 1999, is anmended by
addi ng the foll ow ng new subsecti on:

NEW SUBSECTION. 4. a. The board nust follow the
foll owing procedures to authorize a contract for the purchase
of land or the construction, reconstruction, or repair of a
public inprovement as defined in section 384.95, if the
contract is satisfied by payment fromthe general fund or
ot her source wi thout incurring indebtedness and the anount of
the contract exceeds the limts in subsection 3, paragraph
"d", subparagraph (1).

b. The board nust institute proceedings for entering into
a contract relating to land acquisition or a public
i mprovenent pursuant to paragraph "a" by causing a notice of
the meeting to discuss entering into the contract, including a
statement of the anpunt and purpose of the contract and the
right to petition for an election, to be published as provided
in section 331.305 at | east ten days prior to the discussion
nmeeting. No sooner than thirty days follow ng the discussion
meeting, the board shall hold a neeting at which action on the
contract may be taken.

c. |If at any tinme before the end of the thirty-day period
specified in paragraph "b", a petitionis filed with the
auditor in the manner provided by section 331. 306 asking that
the question of entering into the contract be subnmitted to the
regi stered voters of the county, the board shall either by
resol ution declare the proposal to enter into the contract to
have been abandoned or shall direct the county conm ssioner of
el ections to call a special election upon the question of
entering into the contract. However, notw thstandi ng section
331. 306, the petition shall not require signatures in excess
of one thousand persons. The question to be placed on the
bal | ot shall be stated affirmatively in substantially the
followi ng manner: Shall the county of .... enter into a
contract in the anount of $.... for the purpose of ....?
Notice of the election and its conduct shall be in the manner
provided in section 331.442, subsections 2 through 4.

d. If a petitionis not filed or if a petitionis filed
and the proposition of entering into the contract is approved
at an election, the board may proceed and enter into the
contract.

Sec. 2. STATE MANDATE | NAPPLI CABLE. Section 25B. 2,
subsection 3, shall not apply to this Act.

EXPLANATI ON

This bill provides for a referendumby a county electorate
on a proposed contract to purchase |and or construct,
reconstruct, or repair a public inprovenent with noneys on
hand and w thout incurring indebtedness. The public has 30
days after proceedings for entering into the proposed contract
for land or a public inprovenent are initiated to file a
petition pursuant to Code section 331.306 to call for the
referendumif the anount of the contract exceeds the follow ng
limts:

1. $400,000 in a county having a popul ati on of 25,000 or
| ess.

2. $500,000 in a county having a popul ati on of nore than
25,000 and | ess than 50, 000.
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3. $600,000 in a county having a popul ation of nore than
50, 000 but not nore than 100, 000.

4. $800,000 in a county having a popul ation of nobre than
100, 000 but not nore than 200, 000.

5. $1,000,000 in a county having a popul ation of nore than
200, 000.

The petition shall not be required to contain nore than
1,000 signatures to place the question on the ballot.

If the petition is filed, the board of supervisors shal
adopt a resol ution abandoni ng the proposed contract or
directing the county comni ssioner of elections to call a
special election. |If a petitionis not filed or if the
election results are favorable for the proposed contract, the
board nmay proceed to enter into the contract.

The requirenents of this bill shall not constitute a state
mandat e pursuant to Code section 25B.2
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
