A person who willfully or wantonly damages or destroys any

signage, mailbox, or other property used for indicating the
address of a residence or other location for purposes related
to an E911 emergency telephone communication system commits a
serious misdemeanor.

This bill provides that a person commits a serious
misdemeanor if the person willfully or wantonly damages or
destroys any signage, mailbox, or other property used for
indicating the address of a residence or other location for

E911 purposes.
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
